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1. I am with you and will watch over you wherever you go, and I will bring you back to this land. I will not leave you until I have done what I have promised you. (Genesis 28:15)

2. If you listen carefully to the voice of the LORD your God and do what is right in his eyes, if you pay attention to his commands and keep all his decrees, I will not bring on you any of the diseases I brought on the Egyptians, for I am the LORD, who heals you. (Exodus 15:26)

3. Worship the LORD your God, and his blessing will be on your food and water. I will take away sickness from among you. (Exodus 23:25)

4. My Presence will go with you, and I will give you rest. (Exodus 33:14)

5. I will cause all my goodness to pass in front of you, and I will proclaim my name, the LORD, in your presence. I will have mercy on whom I will have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I will have compassion. (Exodus 33:19)

6. Walk in all the way that the LORD your God has commanded you, so that you may live and prosper and prolong your days in the land that you will possess. (Deuteronomy 5:33)

7. If you pay attention to these laws and are careful to follow them, then the LORD your God will keep his covenant of love with you, as he swore to your forefathers.  (Deuteronomy 7:12)

8. He will love you and bless you and increase your numbers. He will bless the fruit of your womb, the crops of your land--your grain, new wine and oil--the calves of your herds and the lambs of your flocks in the land that he swore to your forefathers to give you. (Deuteronomy 7:13)

9. So if you faithfully obey the commands I am giving you today--to love the LORD your God and to serve him with all your heart and with all your soul-- then I will send rain on your land in its season, both autumn and spring rains, so that you may gather in your grain, new wine and oil. I will provide grass in the fields for your cattle, and you will eat and be satisfied.  (Deuteronomy 11:13-15)

10. For the LORD your God is the one who goes with you to fight for you against your enemies to give you victory. (Deuteronomy 20:4)

11. All these blessings will come upon you and accompany you if you obey the LORD your God: You will be blessed in the city and blessed in the country. The fruit of your womb will be blessed, and the crops of your land and the young of your livestock--the calves of your herds and the lambs of your flocks. Your basket and your kneading trough will be blessed. You will be blessed when you come in and blessed when you go out. (Deuteronomy 28:2-6)

12. The LORD will grant that the enemies who rise up against you will be defeated before you. They will come at you from one direction but flee from you in seven. (Deuteronomy 28:7)

13. The LORD will grant you abundant prosperity--in the fruit of your womb, the young of your livestock and the crops of your ground--in the land he swore to your forefathers to give you.  The LORD will open the heavens, the storehouse of his bounty, to send rain on your land in season and to bless all the work of your hands. You will lend to many nations but will borrow from none. The LORD will make you the head, not the tail. If you pay attention to the commands of the LORD your God that I give you this day and carefully follow them, you will always be at the top, never at the bottom. (Deuteronomy 28:11-13)

14. Carefully follow the terms of this covenant, so that you may prosper in everything you do. (Deuteronomy 29:9)

15. Then the LORD your God will make you most prosperous in all the work of your hands and in the fruit of your womb, the young of your livestock and the crops of your land. The LORD will again delight in you and make you prosperous, just as he delighted in your fathers, (Deuteronomy 30:9)

16. See, I set before you today life and prosperity, death and destruction. For I command you today to love the LORD your God, to walk in his ways, and to keep his commands, decrees and laws; then you will live and increase, and the LORD your God will bless you in the land you are entering to possess. (Deuteronomy 30:15,16)

17. The eternal God is your refuge, and underneath are the everlasting arms. He will drive out your enemy before you, saying, `Destroy him!' (Deuteronomy 33:27)

18. Do not let this Book of the Law depart from your mouth; meditate on it day and night, so that you may be careful to do everything written in it. Then you will be prosperous and successful. (Joshua 1:8)

19. Those who are with us are more than those who are with them. (2 Kings 6:16)

20. Worship the LORD your God; it is he who will deliver you from the hand of all your enemies. (2 Kings 17:39)

21. If my people, who are called by my name, will humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, then will I hear from heaven and will forgive their sin and will heal their land. (2 Chronicles 7:14)

22. The LORD is with you when you are with him. If you seek him, he will be found by you. (2 Chronicles 15:2)

23. But as for you, be strong and do not give up, for your work will be rewarded. (2 Chronicles 15:7)

24. For the eyes of the LORD range throughout the earth to strengthen those whose hearts are fully committed to him. (2 Chronicles 16:9)
25. In famine he will ransom you from death,  and in battle from the stroke of the sword. (Job 5:20)

26. You will be protected from the lash of the tongue, and need not fear when destruction comes. (Job 5:21)

27. You will come to the grave in full vigor, like sheaves gathered in season. (Job 5:26)

28. Surely God does not reject a blameless man or strengthen the hands of evildoers. He will yet fill your mouth with laughter and your lips with shouts of joy. (Job 8:20,21)

29. You will be secure, because there is hope; you will look about you and take your rest in safety. (Job 11:18)

30. You will lie down, with no one to make you afraid, and many will court your favor. (Job 11:19)

31. If you return to the Almighty, you will be restored: If you remove wickedness far from your tent and assign your nuggets to the dust, your gold of Ophir to the rocks in the ravines, then the Almighty will be your gold, the choicest silver for you. Surely then you will find delight in the Almighty and will lift up your face to God. You will pray to him, and he will hear you, and you will fulfill your vows. What you decide on will be done, and light will shine on your ways. When men are brought low and you say, `Lift them up!' then he will save the downcast. He will deliver even one who is not innocent, who will be delivered through the cleanness of your hands. (Job 22:23-30)

32. If they obey and serve him, they will spend the rest of their days in prosperity and their years in contentment. (Job 36:11)

33. But those who suffer he delivers in their suffering; he speaks to them in their affliction.  (Job 36:15)

34. He is like a tree planted by streams of water, which yields its fruit in season and whose leaf does not wither. Whatever he does prospers.  (Psalm 1:3)

35. You have filled my heart with greater joy than when their grain and new wine abound. (Psalm 4:7)

36. For surely, O LORD, you bless the righteous; you surround them with your favor as with a shield. (Psalm 5:12)

37. The LORD is a refuge for the oppressed, a stronghold in times of trouble. (Psalm 9:9)

38. Those who know your name will trust in you, for you, LORD, have never forsaken those who seek you. (Psalm 9:10)

39. But the needy will not always be forgotten, nor the hope of the afflicted ever perish.  (Psalm 9:18)

40. The LORD is my rock, my fortress and my deliverer; my God is my rock, in which I take refuge.  He is my shield and the horn of my salvation, my stronghold. (Psalm 18:2)

41. You, O LORD, keep my lamp burning; my God turns my darkness into light. (Psalm 18:28)

42. The poor will eat and be satisfied; they who seek the LORD will praise him-- May your hearts live forever! (Psalm 22:26)

43. Surely goodness and love will follow me all the days of my life, and I will dwell in the house of the LORD forever.  (Psalm 23:6)

44. He guides the humble in what is right and teaches them his way. (Psalm 25:9)

45. Wait for the LORD; be strong and take heart and wait for the LORD. (Psalm 27:14)

46. For in the day of trouble he will keep me safe in his dwelling; he will hide me in the shelter of his tabernacle and set me high upon a rock. Then my head will be exalted above the enemies who surround me; at his tabernacle will I sacrifice with shouts of joy; I will sing and make music to the LORD (Psalm 27:5,6)

47. In the shelter of your presence you hide them from the intrigues of men; in your dwelling you keep them safe from accusing tongues. (Psalm 31:20)

48. Be strong and take heart, all you who hope in the LORD. (Psalm 31:24)

49. I will instruct you and teach you in the way you should go; I will counsel you and watch over you. (Psalm 32:8)

50. Fear the LORD, you his saints, for those who fear him lack nothing. (Psalm 34:9)

51. The lions may grow weak and hungry, but those who seek the LORD lack no good thing. (Psalm 34:10)

52. The righteous cry out, and the LORD hears them; he delivers them from all their troubles. (Psalms 34:17)

53. The LORD is close to the brokenhearted and saves those who are crushed in spirit.  (Psalm 34:18)

54. Trust in the LORD and do well; dwell in the land and enjoy safe pasture. (Psalm 37:3)

55. Delight yourself in the LORD and he will give you the desires of your heart. (Psalms 37:4)

56. He will make your righteousness shine like the dawn, the justice of your cause like the noonday sun.  (Psalm 37:6)

57. But the meek will inherit the land and enjoy great peace. (Psalm 37:11)

58. If the LORD delights in a man's way, he makes his steps firm. (Psalm 37:23)

59. I was young and now I am old, yet I have never seen the righteous forsaken or their children begging bread.  They are always generous and lend freely; their children will be blessed. (Psalm 37:25,26)

60. Consider the blameless, observe the upright; there is a future for the man of peace (Psalm 37:37)

61. The salvation of the righteous comes from the LORD; he is their stronghold in time of trouble. (Psalm 37:39)

62. Blessed is he who has regard for the weak; the LORD delivers him in times of trouble. The LORD will protect him and preserve his life; he will bless him in the land and not surrender him to the desire of his foes. (Psalm 41:1,2)

63. God is our refuge and strength, an ever-present help in trouble.  Therefore we will not fear, though the earth give way and the mountains fall into the heart of the sea, though its waters roar and foam and the mountains quake with they’re surging. (Psalm 46:1-3)

64. For this God is our God forever and ever; he will be our guide even to the end.  (Psalm 48:14)

65. And call upon me in the day of trouble; I will deliver you, and you will honor me." (Psalm 50:15)

66. Cast your cares on the LORD and he will sustain you; he will never let the righteous fall. (Psalm 55:22)

67. He sends from heaven and saves me, rebuking those who hotly pursue me; God sends his love and his faithfulness.  (Psalm 57:3)

68. With God we will gain the victory, and he will trample down our enemies. (Psalm 60:12)

69. My soul will be satisfied as with the richest of foods; with singing lips my mouth will praise you.  (Psalm 63:5)

70. Let the righteous rejoice in the LORD and take refuge in him; let all the upright in heart praise him! (Psalm 64:10)

71. The LORD hears the needy and does not despise his captive people.  (Psalm 69:33)

72. For he will deliver the needy who cry out, the afflicted who have no one to help. He will take pity on the weak and the needy and save the needy from death. (Psalm 72:12,13)

73. For the LORD God is a sun and shield; the LORD bestows favor and honor; no good thing does he withhold from those whose walk is blameless.  (Psalm 84:11)

74. Blessed are those who have learned to acclaim you, who walk in the light of your presence, O LORD. They rejoice in your name all day long; they exult in your righteousness. (Psalm 89:15,16)

75. He will cover you with his feathers, and under his wings you will find refuge; his faithfulness will be your shield and rampart. You will not fear the terror of night, nor the arrow that flies by day, nor the pestilence that stalks in the darkness, nor the plague that destroys at midday (Psalm 91:4-6)

76. If you make the Most High your dwelling-even the LORD, who is my refuge then no harm will befall you, no disaster will come near your tent.  For he will command his angels concerning you to guard you in all your ways;   (Psalm 91:9-11)

77. "Because he loves me," says the LORD, "I will rescue him; I will protect him, for he acknowledges my name. (Psalm 91:14)

78. With long life will I satisfy him and show him my salvation." (Psalms 91:16)

79. They will still bear fruit in old age, they will stay fresh and green, (Psalm 92:14)

80. Light is shed upon the righteous and joy on the upright in heart. Rejoice in the LORD, you who are righteous, and praise his holy name. (Psalm 97:11,12)

81. He will respond to the prayer of the destitute; he will not despise their plea. (Psalm 102:17)

82. Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light for my path. (Psalm 119:105)

83. As far as the east is from the west, so far has he removed our transgressions from us? (Psalm 103:12)

84. As a father has compassion on his children, so the LORD has compassion on those who fear him; (Psalm 103:13)

85. He brought them out of darkness and the deepest gloom and broke away their chains. (Psalm 107:14)

86. But he lifted the needy out of their affliction and increased their families like flocks. (Psalm 107:41)

87. He provides food for those who fear him; he remembers his covenant forever. (Psalm 111:5)

88. Blessed is the man who fears the LORD, who finds great delight in his commands. His children will be mighty in the land; the generation of the upright will be blessed. Wealth and riches are in his house, and his righteousness endures forever. (Psalm 112:1-3)

89. Even in darkness light dawns for the upright, for the gracious and compassionate and righteous man. (Psalm 112:4)

90. Good will come to him who is generous and lends freely, who conducts his affairs with justice. Surely he will never be shaken; a righteous man will be remembered forever. He will have no fear of bad news; his heart is steadfast, trusting in the LORD. His heart is secure, he will have no fear; in the end he will look in triumph on his foes. (Psalm 112:5-8)

91. He raises the poor from the dust and lifts the needy from the ash heap; he seats them with princes, with the princes of their people. (Psalms 113:7,8)

92. He settles the barren woman in her home as a happy mother of children. (Psalms 113:9)

93. You who fear him, trust in the LORD-he is their help and shield. The LORD remembers us and will bless us: He will bless the house of Israel, he will bless the house of Aaron, he will bless those who fear the LORD-small and great alike. (Psalms 115:11-13)

94. May the LORD make you increase, both you and your children. May you be blessed by the LORD, the Maker of heaven and earth.(Psalms 115:14,15)

95. Shouts of joy and victory resound in the tents of the righteous: "The Lord’s right hand has done mighty things! (Psalm 118:15)

96. The unfolding of your words gives light; it gives understanding to the simple. (Psalm 119:130)

97. He sent forth his word and healed them; he rescued them from the grave. (Psalm 107:20)

98. The LORD will keep you from all harm-- he will watch over your life; the LORD will watch over your coming and going both now and forevermore. (Psalm 121:7,8)

99. Those who sow in tears will reap with songs of joy.  He who goes out weeping, carrying seed to sow, will return with songs of joy, carrying sheaves with him.  (Psalm 126:5,6)

100. Sons are a heritage from the LORD, children a reward from him.  Like arrows in the hands of a warrior are sons born in one's youth.  Blessed is the man whose quiver is full of them.  They will not be put to shame when they contend with their enemies in the gate.  (Psalm 127:3-5)

101. You will eat the fruit of your labor; blessings and prosperity will be yours. (Psalm 128:2)

102. Your wife will be like a fruitful vine within your house; your sons will be like olive shoots around your table. (Psalm 128:3)

103. I will bless her with abundant provisions; her poor will I satisfy with food. (Psalm 132:15)

104. Though I walk in the midst of trouble, you preserve my life; you stretch out your hand against the anger of my foes, with your right hand you save me. (Psalm 138:7)

105. The LORD is near to all who call on him, to all who call on him in truth. He fulfills the desires of those who fear him; he hears their cry and saves them. (Psalms 145:18,19)

106. He upholds the cause of the oppressed and gives food to the hungry. The LORD sets prisoners free,The LORD gives sight to the blind, the LORD lifts up those who are bowed down, and the LORD loves the righteous. (Psalm 146:7)

107. The LORD gives sight to the blind, the LORD lifts up those who are bowed down, and the LORD loves the righteous. (Psalm 146:8)

108. He heals the brokenhearted and binds up their wounds. (Psalm 147:3)

109. He grants peace to your borders and satisfies you with the finest of wheat. (Psalm 147:14)

110. For the LORD takes delight in his people; he crowns the humble with salvation. (Psalms 149:4)

111. But whoever listens to me will live in safety and be at ease, without fear of harm." (Proverbs 1:33) 

112. In all your ways acknowledge him, and he will make your paths straight. (Proverbs 3:6)

113. When you lie down, you will not be afraid; when you lie down, your sleep will be sweet. (Proverbs 3:24)

114. Have no fear of sudden disaster or of the ruin that overtakes the wicked, for the LORD will be your confidence and will keep your foot from being snared. (Proverbs 3:25,26)

115. The path of the righteous is like the first gleam of dawn, shining ever brighter till the full light of day. (Proverbs 4:18)

116. My son, keep your father's commands and do not forsake your mother's teaching. Bind them upon your heart forever; fasten them around your neck. When you walk, they will guide you; when you sleep, they will watch over you; when you awake, they will speak to you. For these commands are a lamp, this teaching is a light, and the corrections of discipline are the way to life. (Proverbs 6:20-23)

117. I love those who love me, and those who seek me find me. (Proverbs 8:17)

118. One man gives freely, yet gains even more; another withholds unduly, but comes to poverty. A generous man will prosper; he who refreshes others will himself be refreshed. (Proverbs 11:24,25)

119. The fear of the LORD teaches man wisdom, and humility comes before honor.  (Proverbs 15:33)

120. When a man's ways are pleasing to the LORD, he makes even his enemies live at peace with him.  (Proverbs 16:7)

121. Children's children are a crown to the aged, and parents are the pride of their children. (Proverbs 17:6)

122. The name of the LORD is a strong tower; the righteous run to it and are safe. (Proverbs 18:10)

123. He who is kind to the poor lends to the LORD, and he will reward him for what he has done. (Proverbs 19:17)

124. Humility and the fear of the LORD bring wealth and honor and life.  (Proverbs 22:4)

125. A generous man will himself be blessed, for he shares his food with the poor. (Proverbs 22:9)

126. The father of a righteous man has great joy; he who has a wise son delights in him.  May your father and mother be glad; may she who gave you birth rejoice! (Proverbs 23:24-26)

127. If your enemy is hungry, give him food to eat; if he is thirsty, give him water to drink. In doing this, you will heap burning coals on his head, and the LORD will reward you.  (Proverbs 25:21,22)

128. That everyone may eat and drink, and find satisfaction in all his toil--this is the gift of God (Ecclesiastes 3:13)

129. When God gives any man wealth and possessions, and enables him to enjoy them, to accept his lot and be happy in his work--this is a gift of God.  (Ecclesiastes 5:19)

130. Cast your bread upon the waters, for after many days you will find it again. (Ecclesiastes 11:1)

131. Tell the righteous it will be well with them, for they will enjoy the fruit of their deeds. (Isaiah 3:10)

132. For I am the LORD, your God, who takes hold of your right hand and says to you, Do not fear; I will help you.  (Isaiah 21:13)

133. Once more the humble will rejoice in the LORD; the needy will rejoice in the Holy One of Israel. (Isaiah 29:19)

134. Yet the LORD longs to be gracious to you; he rises to show you compassion.  For the LORD is a God of justice.  Blessed are all who wait for him!  (Isaiah 30:18)

135. People of Zion, who live in Jerusalem, you will weep no more. How gracious he will be when you cry for help! As soon as he hears, he will answer you. (Isaiah 30:19)

136. He will also send you rain for the seed you sow in the ground, and the food that comes from the land will be rich and plentiful. In that day your cattle will graze in broad meadows. (Isaiah 30:23)

137. Whether you turn to the right or to the left, your ears will hear a voice behind you, saying, "This is the way; walk in it." (Isaiah 31:21)

138. The fruit of righteousness will be peace; the effect of righteousness will be quietness and confidence forever. (Isaiah 32:17)

139. He who walks righteously and speaks what is right, who rejects gain from extortion and keeps his hand from accepting bribes, who stops his ears against plots of murder and shuts his eyes against contemplating evil-this is the man who will dwell on the heights, whose refuge will be the mountain fortress. His bread will be supplied, and water will not fail him. (Isaiah 33:15,16)

140. Your eyes will see the king in his beauty and view a land that stretches afar. (Isaiah 33:17)

141. Strengthen the feeble hands, steady the knees that give way; say to those with fearful hearts, "Be strong, do not fear; your God will come, he will come with vengeance; with divine retribution he will come to save you." (Isaiah 35:3,4)

142. He gives strength to the weary and increases the power of the weak. Even youths grow tired and weary, and young men stumble and fall; but those who hope in the LORD will renew their strength. They will soar on wings like eagles; they will run and not grow weary, they will walk and not be faint. (Isaiah 40:29-31)

143. I took you from the ends of the earth, from its farthest corners I called you. I said, You are my servant; I have chosen you and have not rejected you. (Isaiah 41:9)

144. So do not fear, for I am with you; do not be dismayed, for I am your God. I will strengthen you and help you; I will uphold you with my righteous right hand. (Isaiah 41:10)

145. "All who rage against you will surely be ashamed and disgraced; those who oppose you will be as nothing and perish. Though you search for your enemies, you will not find them. Those who wage war against you will be as nothing at all. For I am the LORD, your God, who takes hold of your right hand says to you, Do not fear; I will help you. (Isaiah 41:11-13)

146. Do not be afraid, O worm Jacob, O little Israel, for I myself will help you," declares the LORD, your Redeemer, the Holy One of Israel. (Isaiah 41:14)

147. See, I will make you into a threshing sledge, new and sharp, with many teeth. You will thresh the mountains and crush them, and reduce the hills to chaff. You will winnow them, the wind will pick them up, and a gale will blow them away. But you will rejoice in the LORD and glory in the Holy One of Israel. (Isaiah 41:15,16)

148. The poor and needy search for water, but there is none; their tongues are parched with thirst. But I the LORD will answer them; I, the God of Israel, will not forsake them. I will make rivers flow on barren heights, and springs within the valleys. I will turn the desert into pools of water, and the parched ground into springs. (Isaiah 41:17,18)

149. I will lead the blind by ways they have not known, along unfamiliar paths I will guide them; I will turn the darkness into light before them and make the rough places smooth. These are the things I will do; I will not forsake them. (Isaiah 42:16)

150. But now, this is what the LORD says-- he who created you, O Jacob, he who formed you, O Israel:  "Fear not, for I have redeemed you; I have summoned you by name; you are mine. When you pass through the waters, I will be with you; and when you pass through the rivers, they will not sweep over you. When you walk through the fire, you will not be burned; the flames will not set you ablaze. (Isaiah 43:1,2)

151. Since you are precious and honored in my sight, and because I love you, I will give men in exchange for you, and people in exchange for your life. (Isaiah 43:4)

152. Do not be afraid, for I am with you; I will bring your children from the east and gather you from the west. (Isaiah 43:5)
153. For I will pour water on the thirsty land, and streams on the dry ground; I will pour out my Spirit on your offspring, and my blessing on your descendants. (Isaiah 44:3)

154. This is what the LORD says: "The products of Egypt and the merchandise of Cush, and those tall Sabeans-they will come over to you and will be yours; they will trudge behind you, coming over to you in chains. They will bow down before you and plead with you, saying, `Surely God is with you, and there is no other; there is no other god.' (Isaiah 45:14)
155. Even to your old age and gray hairs I am he, I am he who will sustain you. I have made you and I will carry you; I will sustain you and I will rescue you.   (Isaiah 46:4)

156. But this is what the LORD says:  "Yes, captives will be taken from warriors, and plunder retrieved from the fierce; I will contend with those who contend with you, and your children I will save. (Isaiah 49:25)

157. But he was pierced for our transgressions, he was crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace was upon him, and his wounds heal us. (Isaiah 53:5)

158. The LORD will teach all your sons, and great will be your children's peace. (Isaiah 54:13)

159. In righteousness you will be established:  Tyranny will be far from you; you will have nothing to fear. Terror will be far removed; it will not come near you. (Isaiah 54:14)

160. No weapon forged against you will prevail, and you will refute every tongue that accuses you. This is the heritage of the servants of the LORD, and this is their vindication from me," declares the LORD. (Isaiah 54:17)

161. Surely you will summon nations you know not, and nations that do not know you will hasten to you, because of the LORD your God, the Holy One of Israel, for he has endowed you with splendor. (Isaiah 55:5)

162. You will go out in joy and be led forth in peace; the mountains and hills will burst into song before you, and all the trees of the field will clap their hands. (Isaiah 55:12)

163. Creating praise on the lips of the mourners in Israel.  Peace, peace, to those far and near," says the LORD. "And I will heal them." (Isaiah 57:19)

164. Is it not to share your food with the hungry and to provide the poor wanderer with shelter-- when you see the naked, to clothe him, and not to turn away from your own flesh and blood? Then your light will break forth like the dawn, and your healing will quickly appear; then your righteousness will go before you, and the glory of the LORD will be your rear guard. Then you will call, and the LORD will answer; you will cry for help, and he will say: Here am I. "If you do away with the yoke of oppression, with the pointing finger and malicious talk, and if you spend yourselves in behalf of the hungry and satisfy the needs of the oppressed, then your light will rise in the darkness, and your night will become like the noonday. The LORD will guide you always; he will satisfy your needs in a sun-scorched land and will strengthen your frame. You will be like a well-watered garden, like a spring whose waters never fail. Your people will rebuild the ancient ruins and will raise up the age-old foundations; you will be called Repairer of Broken Walls, Restorer of Streets with Dwellings. (Isaiah 58:7-12)

165. If you keep your feet from breaking the Sabbath and from doing as you please on my holy day, if you call the Sabbath a delight and the LORD's holy day honorable, and if you honor it by not going your own way and not doing as you please or speaking idle words, then you will find your joy in the LORD, and I will cause you to ride on the heights of the land and to feast on the inheritance of your father Jacob." (Isaiah 58:13,14)

166. They will build houses and dwell in them; they will plant vineyards and eat their fruit. No longer will they build houses and others live in them, or plant and others eat. For as the days of a tree, so will be the days of my people; my chosen ones will long enjoy the works of their hands. They will not toil in vain or bear children doomed to misfortune; for they will the LORD, they and their descendants with them, bless a people. (Isaiah 65:21-23)

167. Before they call I will answer; while they are still speaking I will hear. (Isaiah 65:24)

168. "Before I formed you in the womb I knew you, before you were born I set you apart; I appointed you as a prophet to the nations.”(Jeremiah 1:5)

169. Do not be afraid of them, for I am with you and will rescue you," declares the LORD. (Jeremiah 1:8)

170. They will fight against you but will not overcome you, for I am with you and will rescue you," declares the LORD. (Jeremiah 1:19)

171. Therefore this is what the LORD says: "If you repent, I will restore you that you may serve me; if you utter worthy, not worthless, words, you will be my spokesman. (Jeremiah 15:19) 

172. I will make you a wall to this people, a fortified wall of bronze; they will fight against you but will not overcome you, for I am with you to rescue and save you," declares the LORD. (Jeremiah 15:20)

173. "I will save you from the hands of the wicked and redeem you from the grasp of the cruel." (Jeremiah 15:21)

174. Heal me, O LORD, and I will be healed; save me and I will be saved, for you are the one I praise. (Jeremiah 17:14)

175. For I know the plans I have for you," declares the LORD, "plans to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future. (Jeremiah 29:11)

176. Then you will call upon me and come and pray to me, and I will listen to you. You will seek me and find me when you seek me with all your heart.(Jeremiah 29:12,13)

177. You will seek me and find me when you seek me with all your heart. (Jeremiah 29:13)

178. I am with you and will save you, declares the LORD. (Jeremiah 30:11)

179. But I will restore you to health and heal your wounds,’ declares the LORD,  `because you are called an outcast, Zion for whom no one cares.'  (Jeremiah 30:17)

180. They will come and shout for joy on the heights of Zion; they will rejoice in the bounty of the LORD-- the grain, the new wine and the oil, the young of the flocks and herds.  They will be like a well-watered garden, and they will sorrow no more. (Jeremiah 31:12)

181. Call to me and I will answer you and tell you great and unsearchable things you do not know. (Jeremiah 33:3)

182. If you stay in this land, I will build you up and not tear you down; I will plant you and not uproot you, for I am grieved over the disaster I have inflicted on you. (Jeremiah 42:10)

183. Because of the Lord’s great love we are not consumed, for his compassions never fail. They are new every morning; great is your faithfulness. (Lamentations 3:22,23)

184. The LORD is good to those whose hope is in him, to the one who seeks him; it is good to wait quietly for the salvation of the LORD. (Lamentations 3:25,26)

185. I will sprinkle clean water on you, and you will be clean; I will cleanse you from all your impurities and from all your idols. I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit in you; I will remove from you your heart of stone and give you a heart of flesh. (Ezekiel 36:25,26)

186. And I will put my Spirit in you and move you to follow my decrees and be careful to keep my laws. You will live (Ezekiel 36:27)

187. This is what the Sovereign LORD says to these bones: I will make breath enter you, and you will come to life. I will attach tendons to you and make flesh come upon you and cover you with skin; I will put breath in you, and you will come to life. Then you will know that I am the LORD. (Ezekiel 37:5,6)

188. This is what the Sovereign LORD says: O my people, I am going to open your graves and bring you up from them; I will bring you back to the land of Israel. Then you, my people, will know that I am the LORD, when I open your graves and bring you up from them. I will put my Spirit in you and you will live, and I will settle you in your own land. Then you will know that I the LORD have spoken, and I have done it, declares the LORD. (Ezekiel 37:12-14)
189. Sow for yourselves righteousness, reap the fruit of unfailing love, and break up your unplowed ground; for it is time to seek the LORD, until he comes and showers righteousness on you. (Hosea 10:12)

190. I will be like the dew to Israel; he will blossom like a lily.  Like a cedar of Lebanon he will send down his roots. (Hosea 14:5)

191. The LORD will be jealous for his land and take pity on his people. The LORD will reply to them: "I am sending you grain, new wine and oil, enough to satisfy you fully; never again will I make you an object of scorn to the nations. "I will drive the northern army far from you, pushing it into a parched and barren land, with its front columns going into the eastern sea and those in the rear into the western sea. (Joel 2:18-20)

192. I will repay you for the years the locusts have eaten-the great locust and the young locust, the other locusts and the locust swarm my great army that I sent among you. You will have plenty to eat, until you are full, and you will praise the name of the LORD your God, who has worked wonders for you; never again will my people be shamed. Then you will know that I am in Israel, that I am the LORD your God, and that there is no other; never again will my people be shamed. (Joel 2:25-27)

193. I will pour out my Spirit on all people. Your sons and daughters will prophesy, your old men will dream dreams; your young men will see visions. Even on my servants, both men and women, I will pour out my Spirit in those days. (Joel 2:28,29)

194. And everyone who calls on the name of the LORD will be saved; for on Mount Zion and in Jerusalem there will be deliverance, as the LORD has said, among the survivors whom the LORD calls. (Joel 2:32)
195. The LORD is good, a refuge in times of trouble. He cares for those who trust in him. (Nahum 1:7)

196. Seek the LORD, all you humble of the land, you who do what he commands.  Seek righteousness, seek humility; perhaps you will be sheltered on the day of the Lord’s anger (Zephaniah 2:3)

197. The LORD your God is with you, he is mighty to save. He will take great delight in you, he will quiet you with his love, he will rejoice over you with singing." (Zephaniah 3:17)

198. Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse, that there may be food in my house. Test me in this," says the LORD Almighty, "and see if I will not throw open the floodgates of heaven and pour out so much blessing that you will not have room enough for it. I will prevent pests from devouring your crops, and the vines in your fields will not cast their fruit," says the LORD Almighty. "Then all the nations will call you blessed, for yours will be a delightful land," says the LORD Almighty. (Malachi 3:10-12)

199. But for you who revere my name, the sun of righteousness will rise with healing in its wings. And you will go out and leap like calves released from the stall. (Malachi 4:2)

200. Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven. (Matthew 5:3) 

201. Blessed are those who mourn, for they will be comforted. (Matthew 5:4)
202. Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth. (Matthew 5:5)
203. Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they will be filled. (Matthew 5:6)
204. Blessed are the merciful, for they will be shown mercy. (Matthew 5:7)
205. Blessed are the pure in heart, for they will see God. (Matthew 5:8)
206. Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will be called sons of God. (Matthew 5:9)
207. Blessed are those who are persecuted because of righteousness, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven. (Matthew 5:10)
208. Blessed are you when people insult you, persecute you and falsely say all kinds of evil against you because of me. Rejoice and be glad, because great is your reward in heaven, for in the same way they persecuted the prophets who were before you. (Matthew 5:11,12)
209. But when you pray, go into your room, close the door and pray to your Father, who is unseen. Then you’re Father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward you. (Matthew 6:6)

210. For if you forgive men when they sin against you, your heavenly Father will also forgive you. But if you do not forgive men their sins, your Father will not forgive your sins. (Matthew 6:14)

211. But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well. (Matthew 6:33)

212. "Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened to you. For everyone who asks receives; he who seeks finds; and to him who knocks, the door will be opened. (Matthew 7:7,8)

213. If you, then, though you are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father in heaven give good gifts to those who ask him! (Matthew 7:11)

214. Are not two sparrows sold for a penny? Yet not one of them will fall to the ground apart from the will of your Father. And even the very hairs of your head are all numbered. So don't be afraid; you are worth more than many sparrows. (Matthew 10:29-31)

215. Whoever acknowledges me before men, I will also acknowledge him before my Father in heaven. (Matthew 10:32)

216. "Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. For my yoke is easy and my burden is light." (Matthew 11:28-30)

217. For whoever does the will of my Father in heaven are my brother and sister and mother." (Matthew 12:50)

218. For whoever wants to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for me will find it. (Matthew 16:25)

219. For the Son of Man is going to come in his Father's glory with his angels, and then he will reward each person according to what he has done. (Matthew 16:27)

220. I tell you the truth, if you have faith as small as a mustard seed, you can say to this mountain, `Move from here to there' and it will move. Nothing will be impossible for you. (Matthew 17:20,21)

221. Therefore, whoever humbles himself like this child is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven. (Matthew 18:4)
222. Whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven. (Matthew 18:18)

223. If two of you on earth agree about anything you ask for, it will be done for you by my Father in heaven. (Matthew 18:19)

224. And everyone who has left houses or brothers or sisters or father or mother or children or fields for my sake will receive a hundred times as much and will inherit eternal life. But many who are first will be last, and many who are last will be first. (Matthew 19:29,30)
225. If you have faith and do not doubt, not only can you do what was done to the fig tree, but also you can say to this mountain, `Go, throw yourself into the sea,' and it will be done. (Matthew 21:21)

226. If you believe, you will receive whatever you ask for in prayer."(Matthew 21:22)

227. But he who stands firm to the end will be saved. (Matthew 24:13)

228. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age. (Matthew 28:20)

229. With the measure you use, it will be measured to you--and even more. Whoever has will be given more; whoever does not have, even what he has will be taken from him. (Mark 4:24,25)

230. . "Everything is possible for him who believes." (Mark 9:23)
231. I tell you the truth, anyone who gives you a cup of water in my name because you belong to Christ will certainly not lose his reward. (Mark 9:41)

232. Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you have received it, and it will be yours. (Mark 11:24)

233. Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved, but whoever does not believe will be condemned. (Mark 16:16)

234. And these signs will accompany those who believe: In my name they will drive out demons; they will speak in new tongues; they will pick up snakes with their hands; and when they drink deadly poison, it will not hurt them at all; they will place their hands on sick people, and they will get well." (Mark 16:17,18)
235. God is not a man, that he should lay, nor a son of man, that he should change his mind.  Does he speak and then not act?  Does he promise and not fulfill? (Mark 23:19)

236. For nothing is impossible with God. (Luke 1:37)
237. But love your enemies, do well to them, and lend to them without expecting to get anything back. Then your reward will be great, and you will be sons of the Most High, because he is kind to the ungrateful and wicked. Be merciful, just as your Father is merciful. Do not judge, and you will not be judged? Do not condemn, and you will not be condemned. Forgive, and you will be forgiven. Give, and it will be given to you. A good measure, pressed down, shaken together and running over, will be poured into your lap. For with the measure you use, it will be measured to you. (Luke 6:35-38)

238. If you then, though you are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father in heaven give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him!" (Luke 11:13)

239. "Blessed rather are those who hear the word of God and obey it." (Luke 11:28)

240. Consider how the lilies grow. They do not labor or spin. Yet I tell you, not even Solomon in all his splendor was dressed like one of these. If that is how God clothes the grass of the field, which is here today, and tomorrow is thrown into the fire, how much more will he clothe you, O you of little faith! (Luke 12:27,28)

241. "Do not be afraid, little flock, for your Father has been pleased to give you the kingdom (Luke 12:32)

242. The Lord answered, "Who then is the faithful and wise manager, whom the master puts in charge of his servants to give them their food allowance at the proper time? It will be good for that servant whom the master finds doing so when he returns. I tell you the truth, he will put him in charge of all his possessions. (Luke 12:42-44)

243. But when you give a banquet, invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, the blind, and you will be blessed. Although they cannot repay you, you will be repaid at the resurrection of the righteous." (Luke 14:13,14)

244. "What is impossible with men is possible with God." (Luke 18:27)
245. I tell you the truth," Jesus said to them, "no one who has left home or wife or brothers or parents or children for the sake of the kingdom of God will fail to receive many times as much in this age and, in the age to come, eternal life.(Luke 18:29,30)

246. I am going to send you what my Father has promised; but stay in the city until you have been clothed with power from on high." (Luke 24:49)

247. Yet to all who received him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God. (John 1:12)

248. For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life. For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save the world through him. (John3:16,17)

249. But whoever drinks the water I give him will never thirst. Indeed, the water I give him will become in him a spring of water welling up to eternal life." (John 4:14)

250. "I tell you the truth, whoever hears my word and believes him who sent me has eternal life and will not be condemned; he has crossed over from death to life. I tell you the truth, a time is coming and has now come when the dead will hear the voice of the Son of God and those who hear will live. (John 5:24,25)

251. Do not be amazed at this, for a time is coming when all who are in their graves will hear his voice and come out--those who have done good will rise to live, and those who have done evil will rise to be condemned. (John 5:28,29)

252. Then Jesus declared, "I am the bread of life. He who comes to me will never go hungry, and he who believes in me will never be thirsty. (John 6:35)

253. For my Father's will is that everyone who looks to the Son and believes in him shall have eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day." (John 6:40)

254. I am the living bread that came down from heaven. If anyone eats of this bread, he will live forever. (John 6:51)

255. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day. (John 6:54)

256. This is the bread that came down from heaven. Your forefathers ate manna and died, but he who feeds on this bread will live forever. (John 6:58)
257. Whoever believes in me, as the Scripture has said, streams of living water will flow from within him. (John 7:38,39)

258. When Jesus spoke again to the people, he said, "I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of life."(John 8:12)

259. So if the Son sets you free, you will be free indeed. (John 8:36)

260. I am the gate; whoever enters through me will be saved. He will come in and go out, and find pasture. (John 10:9)

261. My sheep listen to my voice; I know them, and they follow me. I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; no one can snatch them out of my hand. My Father, who has given them to me, is greater than all; no one can snatch them out of my Father's hand. (John 10:27-29)

262. Jesus said to her, "I am the resurrection and the life. He who believes in me will live, even though he dies; and whoever lives and believes in me will never die. (John 11:25,26)

263. "Do not let your hearts be troubled. Trust in God; trust also in me. In my Father's house are many rooms; if it were not so, I would have told you. I am going there to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come back and take you to be with me that you also may be where I am. (John 14:1-3)

264. I tell you the truth, anyone who has faith in me will do what I have been doing. He will do even greater things than these, because I am going to the Father. (John 14:12)
265. And I will do whatever you ask in my name, so that the Son may bring glory to the Father. You may ask me for anything in my name, and I will do it. (John 14:13,14)

266. And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Counselor to be with you forever--the Spirit of truth. The world cannot accept him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But you know him, for he lives with you and will be in you. I will not leave you as orphans; (John 14:16,17)

267. I will not leave you as orphans; I will come to you. (John 14:18)

268. Whoever has my commands and obeys them, he is the one who loves me. He who loves me will be loved by my Father, and I too will love him and show myself to him." (John 14:21)

269. Jesus replied, "If anyone loves me, he will obey my teaching. My Father will love him, and we will come to him and make our home with him. (John 14:23)

270. But the Counselor, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you all things and will remind you of everything I have said to you. (John 14:26)

271. Peace I leave with you; my peace I give you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled and do not be afraid. (John 14:27)

272. I am the vine; you are the branches. If a man remains in me and I in him, he will bear much fruit; apart from me you can do nothing. (John 15:5)

273. If you remain in me and my words remain in you, ask whatever you wish, and it will be given you (John 15:7)

274. But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come. He will bring glory to me by taking from what is mine and making it known to you. (John 16:13)

275. In that day you will no longer ask me anything. I tell you the truth, my Father will give you whatever you ask in my name. Until now you have not asked for anything in my name. Ask and you will receive, and your joy will be complete. (John 16:23,24)

276. And everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.' (Acts 2:21)

277. "Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. The promise is for you and your children and for all who are far off--for all whom the Lord our God will call." (Acts 2:38,39)

278. God does not show favoritism but accepts men from every nation who fear him and do what is right. (Acts 10:34,35)

279. All the prophets testify about him that everyone who believes in him receives forgiveness of sins through his name."(Acts 10:43)

280. Through him everyone who believes is justified from everything you could not be justified from by the law of Moses.(Acts 13:39)

281. "Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved--you and your household." (Acts 16:31)

282. Glory, honor and peace for everyone who does good: first for the Jew, then for the Gentile. 11For God does not show favoritism. (Romans 2:10,11)

283. However, to the man who does not work but trusts God who justifies the wicked, his faith is credited as righteousness .(Romans 4:5)

284. Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have gained access by faith into this grace in which we now stand. And we rejoice in the hope of the glory of God. (Romans 5:1,2) 

285. And hope does not disappoint us, because God has poured out his love into our hearts by the Holy Spirit, whom he has given us. (Romans 5:5)

286. If we have been united with him like this in his death, we will certainly also be united with him in his resurrection. (Romans 6:5)

287. For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.(Romans 6:23)

288. Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. (Romans 8:1)
289. And if the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead is living in you, he who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit, who lives in you. (Romans 8:11)

290. Those who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God. For you did not receive a spirit that makes you a slave again to fear, but you received the Spirit of sonship. And by him we cry, "Abba, Father." (Romans 8:14,15)

291. And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose. (Romans 8:28)

292. He who did not spare his own Son, but gave him up for us all--how will he not also, along with him, graciously give us all things? (Romans 8:32)

293. Neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor the future, nor any powers, neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord. (Romans 8:38,39)

294. "Anyone who trusts in him will never be put to shame." (Romans 10:11)

295. Consequently, faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard through the word of Christ. (Romans 10:17)

296. May the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace as you trust in him, so that you may overflow with hope by the power of the Holy Spirit. (Romans 15:13)

297. For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God. (1 Corinthians 1:18)

298. "No eye has seen, no ear has heard, no mind has conceived what God has prepared for those who love him" (1 Corinthians 2:9)

299. We have not received the spirit of the world but the Spirit who is from God, that we may understand what God has freely given us. (1 Corinthians 2:12)

300. For no one can lay any foundation other than the one already laid, which is Jesus Christ. If any man builds on this foundation using gold, silver, costly stones, wood, hay or straw, his work will be shown for what it is, because the Day will bring it to light. It will be revealed with fire, and the fire will test the quality of each man's work. If what he has built survives, he will receive his reward. (1 Corinthians 3:11-14)

301. Therefore judge nothing before the appointed time; wait till the Lord comes. He will bring to light what is hidden in darkness and will expose the motives of men's hearts. At that time each will receive his praise from God. (1 Corinthians 4:5)
302. By his power God raised the Lord from the dead, and he will raise us also. (1 Corinthians 6:14)

303. No temptation has seized you except what is common to man. And God is faithful; he will not let you be tempted beyond what you can bear. But when you are tempted, he will also provide a way out so that you can stand up under it. (1 Corinthians 10:13)

304. Now to each one the manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common good. To one there is given through the Spirit the message of wisdom, to another the message of knowledge by means of the same Spirit, to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by that one Spirit, to another miraculous powers, to another prophecy, to another distinguishing between spirits, to another speaking in different kinds of tongues, and to still another the interpretation of tongues. (1 Corinthians 12:7-10)

305. So will it be with the resurrection of the dead. The body that is sown is perishable, it is raised imperishable; it is sown in dishonor, it is raised in glory; it is sown in weakness, it is raised in power; it is sown a natural body, it is raised a spiritual body. (1 Corinthians 15:42-44)

306. Listen, I tell you a mystery: We will not all sleep, but we will all be changed in a flash, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, the dead will be raised imperishable, and we will be changed. For the perishable must clothe itself with the imperishable, and the mortal with immortality. (1 Corinthians 15:51-53)

307. But thanks be to God! He gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. (1 Corinthians 15:57)

308. Therefore, my dear brothers, stand firm. Let nothing move you. Always give yourselves fully to the work of the Lord, because you know that your labor in the Lord is not in vain. (1 Corinthians 15:58)

309. Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of compassion and the God of all comfort, who comforts us in all our troubles, so that we can comfort those in any trouble with the comfort we ourselves have received from God. (2 Corinthians 1:3,4)

310. For no matter how many promises God has made, they are "Yes" in Christ. And so through him the "Amen" is spoken by us to the glory of God. (2 Corinthians 1:20)

311. Now it is God who makes both us and you stand firm in Christ. He anointed us, set his seal of ownership on us, and put his Spirit in our hearts as a deposit, guaranteeing what is to come. (2 Corinthians 1:21,22)

312. But thanks be to God, who always leads us in triumphal procession in Christ and through us spreads everywhere the fragrance of the knowledge of him. (2 Corinthians 2:14)

313. Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. (2 Corinthians 3:17)

314. And we, who with unveiled faces all reflect the Lord's glory, are being transformed into his likeness with ever-increasing glory, which comes from the Lord, who is the Spirit. (2 Corinthians 3:18)

315. But we have this treasure in jars of clay to show that this all-surpassing power is from God and not from us. . (2 Corinthians 4:7)

316. With that same spirit of faith we also believe and therefore speak, because we know that the one who raised the Lord Jesus from the dead will also raise us with Jesus and present us with you in his presence. (2 Corinthians 4:13,14)

317. For our light and momentary troubles are achieving for us an eternal glory that far outweighs them all. So we fix our eyes not on what is seen, but on what is unseen. For what is seen is temporary, but what is unseen is eternal.  (2 Corinthians 4:17,18)

318. Now we know that if the earthly tent we live in is destroyed, we have a building from God, an eternal house in heaven, not built by human hands (2 Corinthians 5:1)

319. Now it is God who has made us for this very purpose and has given us the Spirit as a deposit, guaranteeing what is to come. (2 Corinthians 5:5)

320. Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come! (2 Corinthians 5:17)

321. What agreement is there between the temple of God and idols? For we are the temple of the living God. As God has said: "I will live with them and walk among them, and I will be their God, and they will be my people." "Therefore come out from them and be separate, says the Lord. Touch no unclean thing, and I will receive you." "I will be a Father to you, and you will be my sons and daughters, says the Lord Almighty.” (2 Corinthians 6:16-18)

322. For you know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was rich, yet for your sakes he became poor, so that you through his poverty might become rich. (2 Corinthians 8:9)

323. Remember this: Whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and whoever sows generously will also reap generously. (2 Corinthians 9:6)

324. And God is able to make all grace abound to you, so that in all things at all times, having all that you need, you will abound in every good work. (2 Corinthians 9:8)

325. Now he who supplies seed to the sower and bread for food will also supply and increase your store of seed and will enlarge the harvest of your righteousness. You will be made rich in every way so that you can be generous on every occasion, and through us your generosity will result in thanksgiving to God. (2 Corinthians 9:10,11)

326. "My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness." (2 Corinthians 12:9)

327. For to be sure, he was crucified in weakness, yet he lives by God's power. Likewise, we are weak in him, yet by God's power we will live with him to serve you. (2 Corinthians 13:4)

328. Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law by becoming a curse for us, for it is written: "Cursed is everyone who is hung on a tree.” He redeemed us in order that the blessing given to Abraham might come to the Gentiles through Christ Jesus, so that by faith we might receive the promise of the Spirit. (Galatians 3:13,14)

329. You are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus, for all of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ. There is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free, male nor female, for you are all one in Christ Jesus. If you belong to Christ, then you are Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise. (Galatians 3:26-29)

330. Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the proper time we will reap a harvest if we do not give up (Galatians 6:9)

331. Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in the heavenly realms with every spiritual blessing in Christ. (Ephesians 1:3)

332. In him we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins, in accordance with the riches of God's grace that he lavished on us with all wisdom and understanding. (Ephesians 1:7)

333. In him we were also chosen, having been predestined according to the plan of him who works out everything in conformity with the purpose of his will, in order that we, who were the first to hope in Christ, might be for the praise of his glory. And you also were included in Christ when you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation. Having believed, you were marked in him with a seal, the promised Holy Spirit, who is a deposit guaranteeing our inheritance until the redemption of those who are God's possession--to the praise of his glory. (Ephesians 1:11-14)

334. Now to him who is able to do immeasurably more than all we ask or imagine, according to his power that is at work within us to him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all generations, for ever and ever! (Ephesians 3:21)
335. Children, obey your parents in the Lord, for this is right. "Honor your father and mother"--which is the first commandment with a promise-- "that it may go well with you and that you may enjoy long life on the earth." (Ephesians 6:1-3)

336. The Lord will reward everyone for whatever good he does, whether he is slave or free. (Ephesians 6:8)

337. He who began a good work in you will carry it on to completion until the day of Christ Jesus. (Philippians 1:6)

338. But our citizenship is in heaven. And we eagerly await a Savior from there, the Lord Jesus Christ, who, by the power that enables him to bring everything under his control, will transform our lowly bodies so that they will be like his glorious body. (Philippians 3:20,21)

339. And the peace of God, which transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus. (Philippians 4:7)

340. I can do everything through him who gives me strength.  (Philippians 4:13)

341. And my God will meet all your needs according to his glorious riches in Christ Jesus. (Philippians 4:19)
342. You have been given fullness in Christ, who is the head over every power and authority. (Colossians 2:10)

343. For you died, and your life is now hidden with Christ in God. When Christ, who is your life, appears, then you also will appear with him in glory. (Colossians 3:3,4)

344. Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for men, since you know that you will receive an inheritance from the Lord as a reward. It is the Lord Christ you are serving. (Colossians 3:23,24)

345. We believe that Jesus died and rose again and so we believe that God will bring with Jesus those who have fallen asleep in him. According to the Lord's own word, we tell you that we who are still alive, who are left till the coming of the Lord, will certainly not precede those who have fallen asleep. For the Lord himself will come down from heaven, with a loud command, with the voice of the archangel and with the trumpet call of God, and the dead in Christ will rise first. After that, we who are still alive and are left will be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And so we will be with the Lord forever. (1 Thessalonians 4:14-17)

346. For God did not appoint us to suffer wrath but to receive salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ. He died for us so that, whether we are awake or asleep, we may live together with him. (1 Thessalonians 5:9,10)

347. But the Lord is faithful, and he will strengthen and protect you from the evil one. (2 Thessalonians 3:3)

348. Now may the Lord of peace himself give you peace at all times and in every way. The Lord is with all of you. (2 Thessalonians 3:16)

349. For physical training is of some value, but godliness has value for all things, holding promise for both the present life and the life to come. (1 Timothy 4:8)

350. For God did not give us a spirit of timidity, but a spirit of power, of love and of self-discipline. (2 Timothy 1:7)

351. I know whom I have believed, and am convinced that he is able to guard what I have entrusted to him for that day. (2 Timothy 1:12)

352. The Lord will rescue me from every evil attack and will bring me safely to his heavenly kingdom. (2 Timothy 1:18)

353. He saved us through the washing of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit, whom he poured out on us generously through Jesus Christ our Savior, so that, having been justified by his grace, we might become heirs having the hope of eternal life. (Titus 3:5-7)

354. Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. (Philemon 1:3)

355. We have come to share in Christ if we hold firmly till the end the confidence we had at first. (Hebrews 3:14)

356. For the word of God is living and active. Sharper than any double-edged sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes of the heart. (Hebrews 4:12)

357. God is not unjust; he will not forget your work and the love you have shown him as you have helped his people and continue to help them. (Hebrews 6:10)

358. We do not want you to become lazy, but to imitate those who through faith and patience inherit what has been promised. (Hebrews 6:12)

359. Because God wanted to make the unchanging nature of his purpose very clear to the heirs of what was promised, he confirmed it with an oath. God did this so that, by two unchangeable things in which it is impossible for God to lie, we who have fled to take hold of the hope offered to us may be greatly encouraged. (Hebrews 6:17,18)

360. Therefore he is able to save completely those who come to God through him, because he always lives to intercede for them. (Hebrews 7:25)
361. You need to persevere so that when you have done the will of God, you will receive what he has promised.  (Hebrews 10:36)

362. And without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who earnestly seek him. (Hebrew 11:6)

363. Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, let us be thankful, and so worship God acceptably with reverence and awe. (Hebrews 12:28)
364. Keep your lives free from the love of money and be content with what you have, because God has said, "Never will I leave you; never will I forsake you. (Hebrews 13:5)

365. Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever. (Hebrews 13:8)

366. May the God of peace, who through the blood of the eternal covenant brought back from the dead our Lord Jesus, that great Shepherd of the sheep, equip you with everything good for doing his will, and may he work in us what is pleasing to him, through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory for ever and ever. (Hebrews 13:20,21)

367. Perseverance must finish its work so that you may be mature and complete, not lacking anything. (James 1:4)
368. If any of you lacks wisdom, he should ask God, who gives generously to all without finding fault, and it will be given to him. (James 1:5)

369. Blessed is the man who perseveres under trial, because when he has stood the test, he will receive the crown of life that God has promised to those who love him. (James 1:12)

370. Every good and perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father of the heavenly lights, who does not change like shifting shadows. . (James 1:17)

371. But the man who looks intently into the perfect law that gives freedom, and continues to do this, not forgetting what he has heard, but doing it--he will be blessed in what he does. (James 1:25)

372. Listen, my dear brothers: Has not God chosen those who are poor in the eyes of the world to be rich in faith and to inherit the kingdom he promised those who love him? . (James 2:5) 

373. But he gives us more grace. That is why Scripture says:  "God opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble."(James 4:6)

374. Humble yourselves before the Lord, and he will lift you up. (James 4:10)

375. Is any one of you sick? He should call the elders of the church to pray over him and anoint him with oil in the name of the Lord. And the prayer offered in faith will make the sick person well; the Lord will raise him up. If he has sinned, he will be forgiven. (James 5:14,15)

376. Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous man is powerful and effective. (James 5:16)

377. Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! In his great mercy he has given us new birth into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, and into an inheritance that can never perish, spoil or fade--kept in heaven for you, who through faith are shielded by God's power until the coming of the salvation that is ready to be revealed in the last time. (1 Peter 1:3-5)

378. You also, like living stones, are being built into a spiritual house to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. (1 Peter 2:5)

379. But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light. Once you were not a people, but now you are the people of God; once you had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy. (1 Peter 2:9,10)

380. He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, so that we might die to sins and live for righteousness; by his wounds you have been healed. (1 Peter 2:24)

381. For the eyes of the Lord are on the righteous and his ears are attentive to their prayer, 

382. but the face of the Lord is against those who do evil. (1 Peter 3:12)

383. If you are insulted because of the name of Christ, you are blessed, for the Spirit of glory and of God rests on you. (1 Peter 4:14)

384. And when the Chief Shepherd appears, you will receive the crown of glory that will never fade away. (1 Peter 5:4)
385. Humble yourselves, therefore, under God's mighty hand, that he may lift you up in due time.  (1 Peter 5:6)

386. Cast all your anxiety on him because he cares for you. (1 Peter 5:7)

387. And the God of all grace, who called you to his eternal glory in Christ, after you have suffered a little while, will himself restore you and make you strong, firm and steadfast. (1 Peter 5:10)

388. His divine power has given us everything we need for life and godliness through our knowledge of him who called us by his own glory and goodness. Through these he has given us his very great and precious promises, so that through them you may participate in the divine nature and escape the corruption in the world caused by evil desires. (2 Peter 1:3,4)

389. The Lord knows how to rescue godly men from trials and to hold the unrighteous for the day of judgment, while continuing their punishment. (2 Peter 2:9)

390. The Lord is not slow in keeping his promise, as some understand slowness. He is patient with you, not wanting anyone to perish, but everyone to come to repentance. (2 Peter 3:9)

391. But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin. (1 John 1:7)

392. If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness. (1 John 1:9)

393. But if anybody does sin, we have one who speaks to the Father in our defense--Jesus Christ, the Righteous One. He is the atoning sacrifice for our sins, and not only for ours but also for the sins of the whole world. (1 John 2:1,2)

394. But if anyone obeys his word, God's love is truly made complete in him. This is how we know we are in him. (1 John 2:5)

395. Whoever loves his brother lives in the light, and there is nothing in him to make him stumble. But whoever hates (1 John 2:10)

396. The world and its desires pass away, but the man who does the will of God lives forever. (1 John 2:17)

397. And this is what he promised us--even eternal life. (1 John 2:25)

398. As for you, the anointing you received from him remains in you, and you do not need anyone to teach you. But as his anointing teaches you about all things and as that anointing is real, not counterfeit--just as it has taught you, remain in him. (1 John 2:27)

399. Dear friends, now we are children of God, and what we will be has not yet been made known. But we know that when he appears, we shall be like him, for we shall see him as he is. (1 John 3:2)

400. Dear friends, if our hearts do not condemn us, we have confidence before God and receive from him anything we ask, because we obey his commands and do what pleases him. (1 John 3:21, 22)

401. If anyone acknowledges that Jesus is the Son of God, God lives in him and he in God. (1 John 4:15)

402. There is no fear in love. But perfect love drives out fear, because fear has to do with punishment. (1 John 4:18)

403. For everyone born of God overcomes the world. This is the victory that has overcome the world, even our faith. (1 John 5:4)

404. He who has the Son has life; he who does not have the Son of God does not have life. (1 John 5:12)

405. This is the confidence we have in approaching God: that if we ask anything according to his will, he hears us. And if we know that he hears us--whatever we ask--we know that we have what we asked of him. (1 John 5:14,15)

406. Grace, mercy and peace from God the Father and from Jesus Christ, the Father's Son, will be with us in truth and love. (2 John 3)

407. Dear friend, I pray that you may enjoy good health and that all may go well with you, even as your soul is getting along well. (3 John 2)

408. Mercy, peace and love be yours in abundance. (Jude 2)

409. Blessed is the one who reads the words of this prophecy, and blessed are those who hear it and take to heart what is written in it, because the time is near. (Revelation 1:3)

410. To him who overcomes, I will give the right to eat from the tree of life, which is in the paradise of God. (Revelation 2:7)

411. Be faithful, even to the point of death, and I will give you the crown of life. (Revelation 2:10)

412. To him who overcomes, I will give some of the hidden manna. I will also give him a white stone with a new name written on it, known only to him who receives it. (Revelation 2:17)

413. To him who overcomes and does my will to the end, I will give authority over the nations. He will rule them with an iron scepter; he will dash them to pieces like pottery, just as I have received authority from my Father. I will also give him the morning star. (Revelation 2:26-28)

414. He who overcomes will, like them, be dressed in white. I will never blot out his name from the book of life, but will acknowledge his name before my Father and his angels. (Revelation 3:5)

415. Since you have kept my command to endure patiently, I will also keep you from the hour of trial that is going to come upon the whole world to test those who live on the earth. (Revelation 3:10)

416. Him who overcomes I will make a pillar in the temple of my God. Never again will he leave it. I will write on him the name of my God and the name of the city of my God, the new Jerusalem, which is coming down out of heaven from my God; and I will also write on him my new name. (Revelation 3:12)

417. Here I am! I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, I will come in and eat with him, and he with me. (Revelation 3:20)

418. To him who overcomes, I will give the right to sit with me on my throne, just as I overcame and sat down with my Father on his throne. (Revelation 3:21)

419. Therefore, "they are before the throne of God and serve him day and night in his temple; and he who sits on the throne will spread his tent over them. Never again will they hunger; never again will they thirst. The sun will not beat upon them, nor any scorching heat. For the Lamb at the center of the throne will be their shepherd; he will lead them to springs of living water. And God will wipe away every tear from their eyes." (Revelation 7:15-17)

420. They overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony. (Revelation 12:11)

421. Blessed are those who are invited to the wedding supper of the Lamb! (Revelation 19:9)

422. Blessed and holy are those who have part in the first resurrection. The second death has no power over them, but they will be priests of God and of Christ and will reign with him for a thousand years. (Revelation 20:6)

423. He will wipe every tear from their eyes. There will be no more death or mourning or crying or pain, for the old order of things has passed away." (Revelation 21:4)

424. He who overcomes will inherit all this, and I will be his God and he will be my son. (Revelation 21:7)

425. No longer will there be any curse. The throne of God and of the Lamb will be in the city, and his servants will serve him. They will see his face, and his name will be on their foreheads. There will be no more night. They will not need the light of a lamp or the light of the sun, for the Lord God will give them light. And they will reign for ever and ever. (Revelation 22:3-5)

426. "Behold, I am coming soon! Blessed is he who keeps the words of the prophecy in this book." (Revelation 22:7)

427. "Behold, I am coming soon! My reward is with me, and I will give to everyone according to what he has done. “(Revelation 22:12)

428. "Blessed are those who wash their robes, that they may have the right to the tree of life and may go through the gates into the city. “(Revelation 22:14)

429. The Spirit and the bride say, "Come!" And let him who hears say, "Come!" Whoever is thirsty, let him come; and whoever wishes, let him take the free gift of the water of life. “(Revelation 22:17)
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
